We would like to take this opportunity to welcome and to introduce to you our new Trustees. In June 2010 Trustees Vivian Pech awi s, Joe 
Daniels, and Ian Pechawis® terms came to an end. Joe was reselected and Marie T. Ledoux and Daryl Watson were selected as the new 
Trustees. Chuck Thomas, who possesses experience in the Specific Land Claims department filled the position of Coordinator, A dmi nistra-
tive Assistant is Maxine Watson, and Accountant Yvonne Groenen have been filled and the office is now fully operational.  

Our most recent land purchases were the Dalmeny and Gunderson Property, both purchased in 2008/2009. Dalmeny Property is loca ted 
within the R.M. of Corman Park, approximately 19kms from Saskatoon. The Gunderson Property is located within the R.M. of Canw ood , situ-
ated just north of the reserve.
